The goal of the proposed School District YELLO DYNO PROJECT is to fully implement a child abduction prevention education curriculum in grades K through grade5 during the 2007 school year. To support this goal, the district will meet the following objectives:
Goal: To adopt and implement the Yello Dyno curriculum, a non-fearful, musically-driven child abduction prevention program, in grades K through 5, through assembly programs, staff development, training, lesson planning and delivery, and parent outreach.
Objectives:
· Include 95% of the student population in grades K – 5  in the program activities

· Include 95% of the staff at the elementary level in the staff development! Training activities

· Include 95% of the Health and Family & Consumer Science teachers at the middle school level in the staff development! training activities

· Include 10 % of the parents/ guardians district wide in the parent workshop training activities.
· Describe collaboration with school-based management teams, parent groups, and representatives of community-based organizations, including law enforcement officials.

Procedures which give various options for parental and community involvement in schooling have been established.  These procedures are clearly communicated to parents and other community members and are used consistently.  A committee, comprised of parents, teachers, administrators, board members, and other interested community members was established, as per district policy, for the adoption of the Yello Dyno curriculum.

2. Process and Criteria:  (10 points)

The Yello Dyno curriculum was selected based upon the qualitative documentation of its effectiveness in preparing students, staff, and parents to identify deceptive behavior, respond to instinctive feelings, and develop a sense of self confidence. The Yello Dyno curriculum was selected because it will integrate well with the Family Support strand of the district initiative. It includes training activities for students, parents, teachers, and other staff. It provides developmentally appropriate activities for each grade level and has teacher friendly lesson plans that support the teaching and learning process. The curriculum teaches abduction avoidance techniques without the use of scare tactics, building each student's self esteem. The Yello Dyno curriculum aligns with the NYSED standards for English Language Arts; Health, Physical Education, and Home Economics (Family & Consumer Science); the Arts; and Social Studies. 

Describe process for deciding whether to use a locally designed or a purchased/adopted curriculum or some form of each; specify who was involved in the decision.
The decision to adopt a research based curriculum instead of developing a local one was made by___________ in response to the district's sense of urgency regarding the need to provide this information to our children, staff, and parents. In addition to the time constraints, the district wanted to adopt a curriculum that was already supported by qualitative research.  It was important that the selected curriculum integrates well which provide the overarching structures for the district strategic reform. These models were adopted by the district because of their scientifically based research identifying best practices in eliminating the achievement gap among poor and minority youth. All instruction, staff development, and data-gathering, analysis, and assessment focus on the four main areas central to these research models: (1) Reading and English Language Arts, (2) Math, (3) Consistent Management! Cooperative Discipline (CMCD), and (4) Family Support.

3. Curriculum and Training Design:  (20 points)

· Describe the curriculum and training design to be developed or implemented.

Yello Dyno, founded in 1987, provides thousands of North American schools with Yello Dyno Programs, Curricula and Educational Tools specially designed to teach children, ages four to twelve years, how to avoid becoming victims of child predators, such as, sexual predators. Issues of child abuse and abduction, Internet safety, sexual abuse, and other violent behaviors are age-appropriately addressed. Potential danger is avoided when children learn how to recognize and respond to child predators, “Tricky People.” The first of the three core lessons of the Yello Dyno Method is “Tricky People.” If a child does not recognize that they are in danger, it doesn’t matter what safety rules you teach them. The Yello Dyno curriculum is directly related to the district goal to fully implement a child abduction prevention education curriculum in grades K through grade 5 during the 2007 school year.. The special needs of the disabled will be addressed through the multi-sensory approach of the presentations. Parents attending the meetings will have access to the ADA compliant entrances at all buildings. Limited English proficient parents will be encouraged to participate in the YELLO DYNO PROJECT. All correspondence will be printed in English and Spanish. The dissemination of Parent Guides will be in Spanish and English to help with the parent child relationship of teaching and learning at home. A translation device called the Talk System will be used at the YELLO DYNO PROJECT parent meetings.

The Yello Dyno Assemblies are age-appropriate and interactive, featuring a live performance by specially trained presenters and the Yello Dyno puppet (K-Third grade).  Large and small student assemblies are available to foster comprehension and retention of key safety lessons.  The assemblies feature an entertaining musical and non-fearful approach to reinforce the curricula taught.  The assembly for second and third grades uses a life-size interactive board game as the educational format.  Assembly presentations are 30 to 45 minutes in length and are age-appropriate for students in K through fifth grade.

Following school assemblies and lessons, evaluations take various forms, including: teacher questionnaires, student quizzes, and alternative and developmentally appropriate forms, such as teacher observations, journals, portfolio/project assessments, and teacher/student interviews.

This research adheres to the strict protocol that has been established to meet the research/scientifically based requirements of the U.S. Department of Education and The U.S. Justice Department. Close consultation with leading experts in the field ensures the appropriateness of responses to serious, critical situations.

APPENDIX A

STANDARD CLAUSES FOR NYS CONTRACTS


The parties to the attached contract, license, lease, amendment or other agreement of any kind (hereinafter, "the contract" or "this contract") agree to be bound by the following clauses which are hereby made a part of the contract (the word "Contractor" herein refers to any party other than the State, whether a contractor, licenser, licensee, lessor, lessee or any other party):

1.
EXECUTORY CLAUSE.  In accordance with Section 41 of the State Finance Law, the State shall have no liability under this contract to the Contractor or to anyone else beyond funds appropriated and available for this contract.

2. 
NON-ASSIGNMENT CLAUSE.  In accordance with Section 138 of the State Finance Law, this contract may not be assigned by the Contractor or its right, title or interest therein assigned, transferred, conveyed, sublet or otherwise disposed of without the previous consent, in writing, of the State and any attempts to assign the contract without the State's written consent are null and void.  The Contractor may, however, assign its right to receive payment without the State's prior written consent unless this contract concerns Certificates of Participation pursuant to Article 5-A of the State Finance Law.

3.
COMPTROLLER'S APPROVAL.  Unless exempt by law or the Office of the State Comptroller’s policy, in accordance with Section 112 of the State Finance Law (or, if this contract is with the State University or City University of New York, Section 355 or Section 6218 of the Education Law), if this contract exceeds $50,000 (or the minimum thresholds agreed to by the Office of the State Comptroller for certain S.U.N.Y. and C.U.N.Y. contracts), or if this is an amendment for any amount to a contract which, as so amended, exceeds said statutory amount, or if, by this contract, the State agrees to give something other than money when the value or reasonably estimated value of such consideration exceeds $10,000, it shall not be valid, effective or binding upon the State until it has been approved by the State Comptroller and filed in his office.  Comptroller's approval of contracts let by the Office of General Services is required when such contracts exceed $85,000 (State Finance Law Section 163.6.a).

 WORKERS' COMPENSATION BENEFITS. In accordance with Section 142 of the State Finance Law, this contract shall be void and of no force and effect unless the Contractor shall provide and maintain coverage during the life of this contract for the benefit of such employees as are required to be covered by the provisions of the Workers' Compensation Law.

5. 
NON-DISCRIMINATION REQUIREMENTS.  To the extent required by Article 15 of the Executive Law (also known as the Human Rights Law) and all other State and Federal statutory and constitutional non-discrimination provisions, the Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, creed, color, sex, national origin, sexual orientation, age, disability, genetic predisposition or carrier status, or marital status.  Furthermore, in accordance with Section 220-e of the Labor Law, if this is a contract for the construction, alteration or repair of any public building or public work or for the manufacture, sale or distribution of materials, equipment or supplies, and to the extent that this contract shall be performed within the State of New York, Contractor agrees that neither it nor its subcontractors shall, by reason of race, creed, color, disability, sex, or national origin:  (a) discriminate in hiring against any New York State citizen who is qualified and available to perform the work; or (b) discriminate against or intimidate any employee hired for the performance of work under this contract.  If this is a building service contract as defined in Section 230 of the Labor Law, then, in accordance with Section 239 thereof, Contractor agrees that neither it nor its subcontractors shall by reason of race, creed, color, national origin, age, sex or disability:  (a) discriminate in hiring against any New York State citizen who is qualified and available to perform the work; or (b) discriminate against or intimidate any employee hired for the performance of work under this contract.  Contractor is subject to fines of $50.00 per person per day for any violation of Section 220-e or Section 239 as well as possible termination of this contract and forfeiture of all moneys due hereunder for a second or subsequent violation.

6.  WAGE AND HOURS PROVISIONS.  If this is a public work contract covered by Article 8 of the Labor Law or a building service contract covered by Article 9 thereof, neither Contractor's employees nor the employees of its subcontractors may be required or permitted to work more than the number of hours or days stated in said statutes, except as otherwise provided in the Labor Law and as set forth in prevailing wage and supplement schedules issued by the State Labor Department.  Furthermore, Contractor and its subcontractors must pay at least the prevail¬ing wage rate and pay or provide the prevailing supplements, including the premium rates for overtime pay, as determined by the State Labor Department in accordance with the Labor Law.

NON-COLLUSIVE BIDDING CERTIFICATION.  In accordance with Section 139-d of the State Finance Law, if this contract was awarded based upon the submission of bids, Contractor affirms, under penalty of perjury, that its bid was arrived at independently and without collusion aimed at restricting competition.  Contractor further affirms that, at the time Contractor submitted its bid, an authorized and responsible person executed and delivered to the State a non-collusive bidding certification on Contractor's behalf.

INTERNATIONAL BOYCOTT PROHIBITION.  In accordance with Section 220-f of the Labor Law and Section 139-h of the State Finance Law, if this contract exceeds $5,000, the Contractor agrees, as a material condition of the contract, that neither the Contractor nor any substantially owned or affiliated person, firm, partnership or corporation has participated, is participating, or shall participate in an international boycott in violation of the federal Export Administration Act of 1979 (50 USC App. Sections 2401 et seq.) or regulations there under.  If such Contractor, or any of the aforesaid affiliates of Contractor, is convicted or is otherwise found to have violated said laws or regulations upon the final determination of the United States Commerce Department or any other appropriate agency of the United States subsequent to the contract's execution, such contract, amendment or modification thereto shall be rendered forfeit and void.  The Contractor shall so notify the State Comptroller within five (5) business days of such conviction, determination or disposition of appeal (2NYCRR 105.4).

9. 
SET-OFF RIGHTS.  The State shall have all of its common law, equitable and statutory rights of set-off.  These rights shall include, but not be limited to, the State's option to withhold for the purposes of set-off any moneys due to the Contractor under this contract up to any amounts due and owing to the State with regard to this contract, any other contract with any State department or agency, including any contract for a term commencing prior to the term of this contract, plus any amounts due and owing to the State for any other reason including, without limitation, tax delinquencies, fee delinquencies or monetary penalties relative thereto.  The State shall exercise its set-off rights in accordance with normal State practices including, in cases of set-off pursuant to an audit, the finalization of such audit by the State agency, its representatives, or the State Comptroller.

10.  RECORDS.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain complete and accurate books, records, documents, accounts and other evidence directly pertinent to performance under this contract (hereinafter, collectively, "the Records").  The Records must be kept for the balance of the calendar year in which they were made and for six (6) additional years thereafter.  The State Comptroller, the Attorney General and any other person or entity authorized to conduct an examination, as well as the agency or agencies involved in this contract, shall have access to the Records during normal business hours at an office of the Contractor within the State of New York or, if no such office is available, at a mutually agreeable and reasonable venue within the State, for the term specified above for the purposes of inspection, auditing and copying.  The State shall take reasonable steps to protect from public disclosure any of the Records which are exempt from disclosure under Section 87 of the Public Officers Law (the "Statute") provided that:  (i) the Contractor shall timely inform an appropriate State official, in writing, that said records should not be disclosed; and (ii) said records shall be sufficiently identified; and (iii) designation of said records as exempt under the Statute is reasonable.  Nothing contained herein shall diminish, or in any way adversely affect, the State's right to discovery in any pending or future litigation.

GOVERNING LAW.  This contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of New York except where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise.

15.
LATE PAYMENT.  Timeliness of payment and any interest to be paid to Contractor for late payment shall be governed by Article 11-A of the State Finance Law to the extent required by law.

16.
NO ARBITRATION.  Disputes involving this contract, including the breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding arbitration (except where statutorily authorized), but must, instead, be heard in a court of competent jurisdiction of the State of New York.

17.
SERVICE OF PROCESS.  In addition to the methods of service allowed by the State Civil Practice Law & Rules ("CPLR"), Contractor hereby consents to service of process upon it by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested.  Service hereunder shall be complete upon Contractor's actual receipt of process or upon the State's receipt of the return thereof by the United States Postal Service as refused or undeliverable.  Contractor must promptly notify the State, in writing, of each and every change of address to which service of process can be made.  Service by the State to the last known address shall be sufficient.  Contractor will have thirty (30) calendar days after service hereunder is complete in which to respond.

18.
PROHIBITION ON PURCHASE OF TROPICAL HARDWOODS. The Contractor certifies and warrants that all wood products to be used under this contract award will be in accordance with, but not limited to, the specifica¬tions and provisions of State Finance Law §165. (Use of Tropical Hardwoods) which prohibits purchase and use of tropical hardwoods, unless specifically exempted, by the State or any governmental agency or political subdivision or public benefit corporation. Qualifica¬tion for an exemption under this law will be the responsibility of the contractor to establish to meet with the approval of the State.

In addition, when any portion of this contract involving the use of woods, whether supply or installation, is to be performed by any subcontractor, the prime Contractor will indicate and certify in the submitted bid proposal that the subcontractor has been informed and is in compliance with specifications and provisions regarding use of tropical hardwoods as detailed in §165 State Finance Law. Any such use must meet with the approval of the State; otherwise, the bid may not be considered responsive. Under bidder certifications, proof of qualification for exemption will be the responsibility of the Contractor to meet with the approval of the State.

19.
MACBRIDE FAIR EMPLOYMENT PRINCIPLES.  In accordance with the MacBride Fair Employment Principles (Chapter 807 of the Laws of 1992), the Contractor hereby stipulates that the Contractor either (a) has no business operations in Northern Ireland, or (b) shall take lawful steps in good faith to conduct any business operations in Northern Ireland in accordance with the MacBride Fair Employment Principles (as described in Section 165 of the New York State Finance Law), and shall permit independent monitoring of compliance with such principles.

20.
OMNIBUS PROCUREMENT ACT OF 1992. It is the policy of New York State to maximize oppor¬tunities for the participation of New York State business enterprises, including minority and women-owned business enterprises as bidders, subcontractors and suppliers on its procurement contracts.

General

A.
In the event that the Contractor shall receive, from any source whatsoever, sums the payment of which is in consideration for the same costs and services provided to the State, the monetary obligation of the State hereunder shall be reduced by an equivalent amount provided, however, that nothing contained herein shall require such reimbursement where additional similar services are provided and no duplicative payments are received.

B.
This agreement is subject to applicable Federal and State Laws and regulations and the policies and procedures stipulated in the NYS Education Department Fiscal Guidelines found at http:/www.nysed.gov/cafe/.

C.
Continuation of this contract beyond June 30, 2006 and beyond June 30th of each succeeding year is contingent upon appropriation and availability of funds and approval by Division of the Budget and subject to approval by the Office of the State Comptroller in accordance with paragraph 3 of Appendix "A".

Terminations

A.
The State may terminate this Agreement without cause by thirty (30) days prior written notice.  In the event of such termination, the parties will adjust the accounts due and the Contractor will undertake no additional expenditures not already required.  Upon any such termination, the parties shall endeavor in an orderly manner to wind down activities hereunder.

Safeguards for Services and Confidentiality

A.
Any copyrightable work produced pursuant to said agreement shall be the sole and exclusive property of the New York State Education Department.  The material prepared under the terms of this agreement by the Contractor shall be prepared by the Contractor in a form so that it will be ready for copyright in the name of the New York State Education Department.  Should the Contractor use the services of consultants or other organizations or individuals who are not regular employees of the Contractor, the Contractor and such organization or individual shall, prior to the performance of any work pursuant to this agreement, enter into a written agreement, duly executed, which shall set forth the services to be provided by such organization or individual and the consideration therefore.  Such agreement shall provide that any copyrightable work produced pursuant to said agreement shall be the sole and exclusive property of the New York State Education Department and that such work shall be prepared in a form ready for copyright by the New York State Education Department.  A copy of such agreement shall be provided to the State.

B.  All reports of research, studies, publications, workshops, announcements, and other activities funded as a result of this proposal will acknowledge the support provided by the State of New York.

C.
This agreement cannot be modified, amended, or otherwise changed except by a written agreement signed by all parties to this contract.

D.
No failure to assert any rights or remedies available to the State under this agreement shall be considered a waiver of such right or remedy or any other right or remedy unless such waiver is contained in a writing signed by the party alleged to have waived its right or remedy.

E.
Expenses for travel, lodging, and subsistence shall be reimbursed in accordance with the policies stipulated in the aforementioned Fiscal guidelines.

F.   No fees shall be charged by the Contractor for training provided under this agreement.

G. Nothing herein shall require the State to adopt the curriculum developed pursuant to this agreement.

H. All inquiries, requests, and notifications regarding this agreement shall be directed to the Program Contact or Fiscal Contact shown on the Grant Award included as part of this agreement. 

I.   This agreement, including all appendices, is, upon signature of the parties and the approval of the Attorney General and the State Comptroller, a legally enforceable contract.  Therefore, a signature on behalf of the Contractor will bind the Contractor to all the terms and conditions stated therein.

J.    The parties to this agreement intend the foregoing writing to be the final, complete, and exclusive expression of all the terms of their agreement.
